Crested Ibis (Nipponia Nippon)

Ishikawa Prefecture has been engaged in various initiatives including dispersal breeding and promotion of awareness of the crested ibis through
public display, as its last confirmed habitat on the mainland. In August 2022, the Noto region was selected as a candidate site for the release of
the crested ibis by the Government.An environment in which the crested ibis can live is a sign of rich biodiversity and is considered to deepen
the value of the “Noto’s Satoyama and Satoumi ~.For this reason, we have started to improve the environment, including rice paddies as
feeding grounds and forests as nesting sites for the crested ibis, in cooperation with relevant municipals and organisations.

We will work to realize the dream of the crested ibis soaring through the skies of Noto and Ishikawa.

We’ll continue to promote regional development efforts using GIAHS designation, conserve biodiversity,
and pass on Noto’s Satoyama and Satoumi to future generations.
